A. Consider Approval of 31-Day Extension to Temporary Addendum to Exclusive 
Franchise Agreement with CR&R Incorporated Regarding Temporary Transfer 
and Disposal of Recyclable Materials during COVID-19 Emergency 
         (Roll Call Vote) 
 

GM K. Robbins stated that CR&R was hoping to be fully operational by the beginning of 
July but that they are now pushing it back to the end of July because they have not 
completed getting their sorting line in place in order to safely protect employees from 
COVID-19. He stated that the District has $100,000 budgeted for this additional cost to 
the District. 
 
Director M. Rice stated that she is not in favor of extending the temporary addendum 
because the District is losing money and shouldn’t continue to as it is costing the 
taxpayers. She asked if CR&R had at least offered to reimburse the District or cover a 
portion of the cost to the District and that the Board should negotiate with CR&R for the 
cost of the recyclables being taken to the landfill due to the pandemic. 
 
GM K. Robbins stated that the Board could schedule a franchise committee meeting to 
discuss this item with CR&R.  
 
Director A. Nguyen asked what the cost would be if it were split in half. 
 
GM K. Robbins stated that the cost to the District at this time is $49 per ton and that if it 
was split in half it would be $24.50 per ton. 
 
Director A. Nguyen asked if the Board could negotiate with CR&R for the cost and bring 
back a new recommendation to the next meeting. 
 
Director S. Contreras asked GM K. Robbins what his recommendation was. 
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GM K. Robbins stated that he recommended that the District extend the temporary 
addendum until the end of July. He stated that he also sent an email to CR&R asking 
them how and when they planned to open the recycling line back up because the 
District did not plan to go beyond July with the extension. 
 
A report of a summary of Staff’s recommendation was provided and considered by the 
Board. A motion was made by President C. Nguyen, seconded by Director M. Rice, to 
schedule a franchise committee meeting with CR&R to discuss another 31-day 
extension to the temporary addendum to the exclusive franchise agreement between 
CR&R and the District for the disposal of recyclables during the COVID-19 pandemic 
and to bring a recommendation back to the Board at the next meeting. The motion was 
approved by the following 4-0 roll call vote:
